The following questions can be used during a family worship time. Take 

time as a family this week to talk about the Story and what you are 

learning as you read. The hymns on the next pages are from our 

worship service. Sing them together as a family during your family 

worship time this week. 

 

 

 

Discussion questions: 

Have you ever talked with anyone about your faith in God? What made 

you choose that person? 

What do you learn about faith from Elijah’s ups (victory over the 

prophets of Baal) and his downs (depression in the desert)? 

God revealed Himself to Elijah in a gentle whisper. What does this tell 

you about God’s character and methods of communication? 

When Israel walked closely with God, they were joy-filled and fruitful. 

When they were distracted by other pursuits (including false gods and 

idols), their whole community life went sour. How does your life, includin 

your attitude and general disposition, change when you are not walking 

closely with Jesus? 

As a family: 

God is calling. Don’t put him into voicemail. This week sit quietly in 

prayer and listen to God by reading His Word. After taking time to hear 

the Lord speak through His Word, take time as a family to answer the 

following questions: 

What have you done to show your love and patience with God? (Thank 

Him.) 

What are the behaviors and attitudes in my life that are not honoring to 

You? (Commit to change.)
